A biocidal product is correctly labelled for the German market. Does this label have to be changed for introducing the product to the Austrian market?


A biocidal product which, after transposition of Directive 98/8/EC into German law, has been fully and correctly labelled with the labelling elements required according to Art. 20 of the above Directive, is in compliance (provided its classification is identical) with the Austrian requirements (section 24 of the BP Act, Federal Legal Gazette I No. 105/2000) as well. Germany and Austria have worked out between them a joint interpretation of the biocidal products labelling requirements (see Biocidal Products/Labelling). Stating solely the BAuA registration number is not inadmissible, but ideally the label should also say: “For Germany”. 

For biocidal products authorised or registered in accordance with EU requirements, the label must show the Austrian registration number as well.
