Is an exposure assessment necessary even if human and/or environmental exposure of is expected to be low?
In accordance with the data requirements of the Biocidal Products Directive 98/8/EC (Annex II and III, further details specified in the guidance document (TNsG) on data requirements and the guidance document on human exposure), data on exposure are always required. 

An exception to this rule can be made when it can be proved that under the conditions of use specified in the application, there will be no release of the active substance to the environment and/or contact with humans. 


In Austria, an environmental assessment in the event of potential environmental exposure (however low the concentration) is always conducted according to harmonised EU-wide instructions, which means that it follows the recommendations of the Technical Guidance Document (TGD) and Emission Scenario Document (ESDs).
