I would like to place a biocidal product labelled as "very toxic" or "toxic" on the market. Which extra requirements do I need to comply with? 

In addition to the general requirements which need to be complied with, according to the BP Act 2000, when first placing a new biocidal product containing an existing active substance on the market, the obligations set out in the Poison Information Ordinance 1999, Fed.Leg.Gaz. II No 137/1999 as amended, and in the Toxic Substances List-Notification Ordinance, Fed.Leg.Gaz. II No 129/1999, have to be fulfilled. 

In order to satisfy the notification requirement according to the Poison Information Ordinance 1999 and the BP Act 2000, it is sufficient to submit one single Safety Data Sheet (SDS) stating “BIOCIDE” on it to the Chemicals Department (mailto: chemikalien@umweltbundesamt.at). The requirements of the Toxic Substances List-Notification Ordinance also have to be complied with.
